Palm Beach Tourist Ideas – If only a weekend, what would I do?  

Breakers Hotel is a treat, sitting on the ocean, with major historical significance to the area, and a fairly recent $300 million renovation.  Ask the doorman if a tour is available as he sometimes offers for a small tip.  There is a scheduled tour one time a week.  See the bar that’s an aquarium full of salt water fish.  It uses water pumped from the ocean.  Walk into the round room and see the old wine cellars on the way.  Did the huge vertical chess set get retired since people were stealing the pieces?     

Worth Avenue needs a walk down both sides to fully appreciate the decadence of Palm Beach.  All designers and jewelers worth their salt are here.  Be sure to go into the Via’s, especially the one with all the huge sculpture on the south side and also Via Mizner (at the 5 story tower).  

Continue down Worth Avenue towards Lake Worth to see two homes on the National Historical Register and sitting over the water like in Venice.  Continue on to the yacht basin to see some boats that could hold a small village.  There is the start of the Lake Trail (see below.)  

Clematis Street on Thursday night is hopping with a band and food vendors.  Cross the middle bridge, walk northerly on Flagler Drive just to the Amphitheatre (marathon start and finish line) and turn left into Clematis area.  Is the Cuban restaurant still there?  Both are worthy of a trip.  

Water Taxi Tour can be caught off Flagler Drive and Clematis area.  On the way to Peanut Island, see the mansions and yachts of the famous and get filled in on Palm Beach gossip.  (See copy of brochure.)  

CityPlace is the hub of shopping (and the marathon expo) to include theatres and restaurants surrounding a huge fountain.  Take the road that’s the middle bridge (Okeechobee one way/Lakeview Drive in the other direction) about ½ mile west and park just east of City Place’s main shopping street.  

Favorite running route is 4.5 miles.  It’s a big circle using the two bridges.  From the hotel, cross the middle bridge, left on Flagler Drive along Lake Worth going north, cross the northern bridge after the yacht basin, right onto County Road or A1A, after Bethesda-by-the-Sea Episcopal Church, turn left on any of the streets to take you to the Ocean, right onto Worth Avenue to nearly the end, right onto Cocoanut Road and back to the hotel.  (Or looping the middle bridge and southern bridge is about 7.5 miles.)  

The Lake Trail starts at the yacht basin on Lake Worth near to the hotel and continues 6.2 miles northerly.  Within a mile or two, you’ll see Sea Gull Cottage and Duck’s Nest which are the oldest and 2nd oldest houses in Palm Beach.  You’ll also see the biggest tree I’ve ever seen.  At about 3 miles at Country Club Road, look right to see an unlikely surprise – a limestone canyon.  

Leopard Lounge at The Chesterfield Hotel is famous for its night life.  In some circles it’s famous for its classy ladies-of-the-night.  It is worth looking in and up at the ceiling.  Use your imagination.  It is more x-rated at the far end of the bar.  The restaurant is one of the best and also reasonably priced.  

Afternoon Tea at The Chesterfield Hotel is one of those delights and bargains of the Island.  For $15, sitting in front of the library’s fireplace, enjoy a silver 3 tier serving of goodies to include scones and real Devonshire clotted cream.  

Rent a bicycle (on either Sunrise or Sunset Avenue?) just off County Road (near to the Breakers) and bicycle the coastal trail to Del Ray Beach.  You’ll pass the Ritz and Four Seasons where you can enjoy $7 coffees on their veranda.  On your way, pedal through a diversion of Everglades Golf Club to Everglades Island and back.  Or go the opposite direction to the far northerly point of Palm Beach Island and overlook the inlet.  Be sure to have taken the Water Taxi Tour first so you can guess what famous celebrity lives in the house that you identified from the water.  

Bethesda-by-the-Sea Episcopal Church on County Road, just south of the Breakers, must be seen if only from the street.  It’s worth it to walk through and into the gardens.  The Donald got married here but had his reception at home in Mar-a-Lago on the other end of Palm Beach Island.  

Flagler Museum, along the Lake Trail or off County Road near to the Breakers, is the 1900 55,000 SF marble palace of Henry Flagler and now open as a museum.  

Mar-a-Lago is at the Ocean and the end of the southern bridge, and home of Donald Trump and his new bride.  He bought it from Marjorie Merriweather Post in ’85 for $10 million and then put even more into it.  Its 17 acres extend from the ocean to the Lake.  Drive by at night when the tower is lighted.    

Morikami Japanese Garden in Del Ray is one of the best in the country if you like these kind of gardens.  Lots of walking in the grounds and wonderful picture sites.  Stay for tea, tour the museum, and shop in the gift shop.  

Lake Worth = Intercoastal Waterway 

The Achilles Freedom Team of Wounded Veterans is running the Marathon of the Palm Beaches.  More than a dozen amputees returning from Iraq and Afghanistan will participate for the first time in the West Palm Beach marathon.  

“The team was started three years ago at the Walter Reed Army Medical Center in Washington, DC, when these young men and women were coming back with missing limbs”, said Achilles Freedom Team Director Mary Bryant.  “It’s exactly what our program is about - running, walking, wheelchairing, giving them a goal to work toward so that even after something  traumatic happens, they can enhance their rehabilitation.  We motivate, train and provide the opportunity to out and get into an endurance sport.”

In our second year, we expanded to include injured Marines from Balboa Navy Medical Center in San Diego, and this year,  we added wounded veterans from Brooke Army Medical Center in San Antonio, and Bethesda’s Naval Hospital.   Achilles provides support with the help of Disabled American Veterans Charitable Trust and AVIS.  The team participates in a national marathon tour, and has been to Miami, L.A., Boston, Washington, DC – the Marine Corps Marathon – and New York.  We have been featured in the New York Times and Runners World Magazine as “Running Heroes”.

Imagine if your leg or legs were blown off, and you’re only 22 years old.  Rather than a look at the war, we are thinking about these surviving individuals who have a profound effect on our society.  Besides the physical and psychological challenges, the spiritual, social, and economic factors are devastating.  You’ve lost your job; people sometimes cry when they look at you; your family is overwhelmed.  Depression, loss of hope, and thoughts of suicide are commonplace.  Immediate care and a prosthesis (or two or three) will be provided by the government, but then what?  You need a purpose amidst your seemingly unfair circumstances to find a sense of worth.  An individual’s self-esteem, a return to mainstream society, and a sense of achievement are paramount to total healing and fulfillment in life.

In short, our objective is to get these individuals “back in service” to themselves by running, walking and wheeling in a sports wheelchair.  We set goals, train on a regular basis, and travel as a team to cities across the country.  Team members get stronger and help each other as they embrace the newly wounded.  Due to the increased sophistication of enemy explosives, we have many more double and triple amputees.  Therefore, our handcrank program demands continue to increase.

AVIS and Double Tree Hotel are the major sponsors of the Freedom Team, but Achilles needs more sponsors.  We all have causes close to our heart, yet these newly wounded young men and women need our support.  Along with a positive message goes a strong mind, body and spirit.  A fundraiser is planned December 1st at the estate of George Cloutier and Tiffany Spadafora in Palm Beach.

	Holiday Boat Parades have been a tradition in Palm Beach County for almost 20 years. In the early 1990’s, it became clear that interest in organizing the boat parade had begun to wane and, in 1996, the Marine Industries Association of Palm Beach County decided that it was time to give this outstanding Palm Beach Tradition new life and direction. 

The parade route was moved to give spectators the opportunity to view the parade from a new perspective and to give the participants on the boats a chance to interact with the crowds along the shoreline. 

From the beginning, it was clear that the idea was a huge success and the parade has grown from the original 20 boats to over 40 spectacularly entries traveling north, up the Intracoastal Waterway from Peanut Island to north of the Donald Ross Road Bridge. 

Viewing areas include waterfront restaurants, parks, marinas, the North Palm Beach Country Club and Numerous waterfront homes lining the route - thousands of spectators now greet boaters as they again light up the waterway for the holiday season!
